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2016 New Label Requirements 
In addition to the manufacturer’s label, CFR approval, lamp type label, and exposure schedule 
label, there are two new labels required regarding underage tanning now required on the 
tanning device: 

 

 
1.  FDA sticker for all tanning units in United States should be 10 millimeters high and states, “Attention: 

This sunlamp product should not be used on persons under the age of 18 years.”  This is a federal 

requirement as of October 1, 2015. 

 

 

2. North Carolina required sticker which states, “North Carolina state law prohibits the use of this device 

by persons under 18 years of age."  This label is a requirement as of May 1, 2016.
